PREPLANNED ABSENCES

Careful planning of family trips is necessary to insure successful completion of course requirements.
Please carefully review the Preplanned Absence Policy and expectations.

The student should obtain a Preplanned Absence Form for trips that last 3 days or more.  The form should be completed and returned at least 6 school days before the trip.  Failure to do so may result in the absence being unexcused.  Careful planning of family trips is necessary to ensure successful completion of course requirements.  Teachers may recommend that the work is turned in ahead of time or that tests are taken prior to departure when it is in the best interest for academic achievement.  Reminder:  Parents are required to notify the AFNorth MS/HS Canadian attendance secretary of any absence even when the family trip is less that 3 days.  Also, students are required to notify teachers and obtain assignments in advance for any planned or unplanned absences regardless of length.

· Parents notify the school in writing at least 6 school days prior to the first day of the absence.
· Student/Parent obtains and complete Part I of the Preplanned Absence Form (available from the registrar’s office or by e-mail.)
· Return the request form with Part I completed to the American Main Office for Administration review and approval.
· Students return the completed form to the Canadian Office.  A copy will be made for the student and a copy placed in the  student’s file.
